Jeanne Sheahan of Promise686 shares how running a godly household of boys has prepared her to parent, mentor 

and positively influence young ladies.  

“I started this foster journey with a calling from God. We knew that if God was putting this on our hearts, then He 

would back us up and support us. My mentoring experience was with a couple of teenage girls at a shelter that came 

from a very bad childhood. We entered foster care to bring these children into our house. Three years later, we are also mentoring the 

sisters’ older brother and are also fostering another young girl. There were lots of teaching moments. Bringing girls in from not previously 

raising girls was an eye opener. We thought, ‘If we can raise our boys to be godly men, then they can help us show the girls how to be godly 

women.’ That was our goal as a Christian family – bring them up to God’s standards and have them living their Christian life by what God 

calls ‘awesome’. The perspective I have is this is not us growing our family. This is us giving a family to children. Can you image your own 

child going through life without the future of a family?”
